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17. The sale of food and/or beverage, or any other product, is prohibited. Commercial activity or solicitations are 

not allowed on Campus. 

18. All event participants are expected to be respectful to University property and all of the event participants 

around them. 

19. Music must be kept at a reasonable volume. Speakers that can stand alone, are excessively loud, or are 

connected to an amplifier are prohibited. Live bands or DJs are also not permitted. 

20. Firearms and other weapons are prohibited, in accordance with the University’s Weapons Policy.
